Public Hearing 

City Manager Smith advised that the purpose of the Public Hearing is to consider citizen input in regard 
to Ordinance No. 15-1020, the new Zoning Ordinance, Maps and Land Use Plan. 
 
This Ordinance, the new zoning map and the land use plan have been the topic of and considered at 
numerous public hearings and multiple public meetings of this Commission where the Ordinance and 
the concepts and reasons behind it have been reviewed, thoroughly explained and subject to public 
scrutiny, questions and answers and explanations.  The Red Bank Planning Commission has 
participated extensively in its conception, writing and the revisions of drafts and, after its own public 
hearing, has recommended its passage.  The South East Tennessee Development District has 
reviewed it and recommended its passage.  The Ordinance and Maps have been published and 
available on the City's website and at City Hall for several months.  
 
Mayor Roberts explained that the City has been working on updating its zoning ordinance, maps and 
land use plan for approximately a year and that numerous other public sessions had been held.. He 
advised he feels this update is needed for continued development in the City. Mayor Roberts invited 
citizen comments. There were no questions from any citizen nor were there any comments for or 
against the ordinance. None of the Commissioners made any further comments. Mayor Roberts then 
concluded the public hearing.

X.    Unfinished Business 
 A.   ORDINANCE NO 15-1020 – AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF RED BANK, TENNESSEE,   
     TO ENACT AND ADOPT, AMEND AND REVISE THE RED BANK ZONING ORDINANCE  
    AND REPEAL THE HERETOFORE EXISTING RED BANK ZONING ORDINANCE,  
    TOGETHER WITH ALL AMENDMENTS (SECOND AND FINAL READING) 
  Commissioner Pope made a motion to approve the ordinance, seconded by Vice 

Mayor Pierce. Roll Call Vote: Mayor Roberts “yes”, Vice Mayor Pierce “yes”, 
Commissioner Causer “no”, Commissioner LeCompte “yes”, Commissioner 
Pope “yes”. Ordinance No. 15-1020 was approved on second and final reading. 

 
 B. ORDINANCE NO. 15-1021 – AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF RED BANK, TENNESSEE, 

TO ACCEPT THE 2014 HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT AND TO AMEND THE FISCAL 
YEAR 2015 OPERATING BUDGET TO APPROPRIATE GRANT FUNDING IN THE 
AMOUNT OF $35,000 FOR THE FIRE AND POLICE DEPARTMENT (SECOND AND FINAL 
READING) 
City Manager Smith explained this ordinance would accept a Homeland Security    
grant from the State of Tennessee in the amount of $35,000 and amend the FY 2015  

   operating budget by the same amount to allow the purchase of equipment for the  
   Police and Fire departments. The funds ($30,000) would be used by the Police  
   Department to purchase in-car tablets and the Fire Department ($5,000) to purchase 
   a mobile radio. Commissioner Causer made a motion to approve the ordinance,  
   seconded by Vice Mayor Pierce. Roll Call Vote: Mayor Roberts “yes”, Vice Mayor  
   Pierce “yes, Commissioner Causer “yes”, Commissioner LeCompte “yes”,  
   Commissioner Pope “yes”. Ordinance No. 15-1021 was approved on second and  
   final reading with all Commissioners voting “yes”. 

 
 C. ORDINANCE NO. 15-1018 – AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF RED BANK, TENNESSEE, 

TO REZONE PROPERTY LOCATED ON PINEBREEZE ROAD, TAX MAP PARCELS 126 
EB 013, 126 EB 014 AND 126 EB 020 FROM R-1 RESIDENTIAL TO RT-1 RESIDENTIAL 
TOWNHOMES (SECOND AND FINAL READING) 

  At the invitation of the Mayor, Rick Thompson with Artech Design presented a preliminary 
design of the proposed townhome development. Mike Price with MAP Engineers addressed 
concerns from the previous meeting in regard to traffic density and stormwater runoff. Upon 
inquiry by City Attorney Stulce, Mr. Price verified that as a condition to rezoning and during the 
development that the property owner would commit to widening Pinebreeze Rd. in front of the 
property in question. Property owner, George Bock verbally confirmed this commitment. 
Mayor Roberts invited citizen comments. 
- Mary Ann Rennick, 2109 Ashmore Ave., Inquired about how many buildings would be built 

and how many units per building. Asked about the distance between the buildings. 
Advised she has seen developments by Mr. Bock before and feels he does quality work. 

- Jill Guest, 3110 Ashmore Ave., Asked where the entrances to the development will be 
located. 

- Dr. David Bruce, 1641 Berkley Cir., Feels he didn’t receive adequate public notice of the 
meeting. Has concerns about density and traffic generated from the townhomes. 

- Rick Rushworth, 501 W. Oxford Dr., Asked for clarification in regard to the process the 
developers have to follow during the development of the property. 

- David Armstrong, 606 Hillpoint Ln., Expressed concerns about ingress and egress, the 
topography of the property and additional traffic on Pinebreeze Rd. 

- Jeff Balser, 1532 Westover Ln., Feels that Pinebreeze Rd is too narrow to accommodate 
the additional traffic flow. 

- Suzanne Rushworth, 501 W. Oxford Rd., Asked the Commission to consider tabling the 
final vote for further consideration. 

Mr. Price addressed the comments and concerns brought up during citizen comments. Upon 
inquiry by Commissioner Pope, Mr. Price confirmed that 15 to 20 single family homes could 
be built on the site, which would cause a higher traffic count according to nationally excepted 
standards than the proposed townhome development.  
Mayor Roberts closed the Citizen Comments section. Commissioner Causer made a motion 
to approve the ordinance, seconded by Commissioner LeCompte. Vice Mayor Pierce advised 
he is recusing himself due to the fact that he has relatives that are adjacent property owners. 
Roll Call Vote: Mayor Roberts “yes”, Vice Mayor Pierce “recused”, Commissioner 
Causer “yes”, Commissioner LeCompte “yes”, Commissioner Pope “yes”. Ordinance 
No. 15-1018 was approved on second and final reading.    

 
X. New Business –  
   A.  ORDINANCE NO. 15-1022 – OMNIBUS SEWAGE AND WASTEWATER SERVICES AND  
               CONTRIBUTION REGULATIONS RECONCILIATION ORDINANCE OF 2015 (FIRST  
               READING) 

 City Manager Smith advised that this ordinance, if passed, would resolve a concern 
that the City of Red Bank currently has an ordinance that seemingly contradicts the 
sewer rate structure imposed by the WWTA as to the assignment of our sewer assets 



 

to WWTA and it clarifies the fact that the City always reserve the right to regulate and 
manage "sewage" issues if WWTA should ever fails to do so. Commissioner Causer 
made a motion to approve the ordinance, seconded by Vice Mayor Pierce. Roll Call 
Vote: Mayor Roberts “yes”, Vice Mayor Pierce “yes”, Commissioner Causer 
“yes”, Commissioner LeCompte “yes”, Commissioner Pope “yes”. Ordinance 
No. 15-1022 was approved on first reading with all Commissioners voting “yes”. 

 
 B. RESOLUTION NO. 15-1034 – A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT  
      WITH 3M COMPANY IN THE AMOUNT OF $87,495.00 FOR RETROREFLECTIVITY  
      SIGN MANAGEMENT 
      City Manager Smith explained that this resolution, if passed, would allow an  
      agreement between the 3M Company and the City of Red Bank for a sign  
      retro-reflectivity assessment and a sign inventory management system as required  
      by the Federal Highway Administration. He also noted that approval of the 
      resolution will authorize him to sign the agreement upon approval by the City 

Attorney. Commissioner Pope made a motion to approve the resolution, seconded by 
Commissioner Causer. Resolution No. 15-1034 was approved with all Commissioners 
voting “yes”. 

      
   C. RESOLUTION NO. 15-1035 – A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF RED BANK 

TO PARTICIPATE IN THE 2015 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT 
PROGRAM FOR SEWER REHABILITATION 

      City Manager Smith explained that this resolution, if passed, would authorize the City 
      of Red Bank to apply for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), as   
      requested by WWTA, to fund a sewer improvement project between Memorial Drive  
      and East Midvale Avenue. Construction cost estimates place the total project cost at  
      $1,255,300.  The City of Red Bank is eligible to apply for $525,000 in CDBG funding  
      and the Hamilton County WWTA will provide the required $730,300 in local matching  
      funds and any other funds required to complete the project.  Commissioner Causer  
      advised that the improvements will be between Kildare St. and Midvale Ave. 
 
      Citizen, Kathy Campbell, 2017 Lyndon Ave. – Requested clarification on the location 
      of improvements.  
 
      Commissioner Causer made a motion to approve the resolution, seconded by  
      Commissioner LeCompte. Resolution No. 15-1035 was approved with all  
      Commissioners voting “yes”. 
      

XI.   Citizen Comments – 
   Karen Gilbert, 314 Hartford Dr., Thanked City Manager Smith for the additional information that 

is on the audience agendas. Complimented the City on its redesign of the city web site. 
 
   Cathy Campbell, 2017 Lyndon Ave., Reported a property near her that has junk and trash on 

the property. 
 
   Phil Rose, 4717 Hunter Tr., Asked the Commission to revisit regulating on-street parking.
